Criteria

1. Proventil HFA, Ventolin HFA, and generic Albuterol will not require prior approval.
2. Documented failure within the past 12 months of Proventil HFA, Ventolin HFA, or generic Albuterol for a period of at least one month. 
Procedures

May be approved for up to 12 months.

Exemption forms will not be accepted for this drug class.
Exemptions
1. Patient has a documented contraindication, or allergy to Proventil HFA, Ventolin HFA, or generic Albuterol. 

2. Adults and children with hemodynamically significant unstable congenital heart disease.
